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Organ Scholarship 2009-10

St Laurence Church, Catford, is offering an organ scholarship for the coming academic year, starting on 4 September 2009 and ending on 25 July 2010, with the option to continue for a further academic year.

St Laurence has a long choral tradition and has maintained for several decades an all-children treble line, with the other sections staffed by adult volunteers. The choir sings at the weekly Parish Mass, at a monthly Choral Evensong, and at other occasional feasts and services, including numerous weddings. Rehearsals are on Friday evenings; the junior choristers also meet on Wednesdays for theory and singing lessons as well as further practice. The choir also sings at occasional concerts, sings at Cathedrals, and tours: in 2007 we visited Amsterdam and a concert tour to Berlin is being planned for 2009.

This scholarship is designed primarily to help a sixth-form student in their preparations for either a university scholarship or a gap-year scholarship at a Cathedral: however, the scholarship is open to all applicants of any age who meet the required standard. The Organ Scholar will receive a comprehensive education covering accompaniment, choir training and direction, and administrative skills. The stipend is competitive with that offered by many Cathedrals, and financial assistance will also be offered for external training days.
Organ Scholar’s Duties

The Organ Scholar will be expected to be present at all services during term-time as well as major feasts such as Christmas and Easter, and at Friday evening rehearsals. Reasonable absences may be arranged with the Director of Music. The Organ Scholar will be expected to accompany or direct the choir as required, and assist with the administration of the Church’s music. The Organ Scholar may also be required to play for non-contracted extra services, such as weddings or funerals, for which an additional fee will be received. The Organ Scholar will be responsible to both the Vicar and Director of Music.
